                        NOTICE OF ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF MEMBERS

May 31, 2014 at 12:00 noon

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that an annual general meeting of the members of the Corporation will be held on the 31st day of May, 2014 at noon (local time), at the Halifax Marriott Harbourfront Hotel, for the following purposes:

1. To approve the Continuance of the Corporation under the Canada Not For Profit Corporations Act (the “New Act”); 

2. To approve the Revisions to the By-Laws of the Corporation to conform to the requirements of the New Act as summarized below;

3. To approve the Minutes of the 2013 Annual General meeting, May 31, 2013 (Montreal, QC) and to accept the following reports;
· The President’s Report, and;
· Other Annual Reports from the Officers of the Society. 

4. To receive the audited financial statements of the Corporation for the fiscal period ending September 30, 2013;

5. To appoint auditors and authorize the directors to fix the auditors’ remuneration;

6. To elect individuals to become Directors for the ensuing year in accordance with the General Operating By-law No. 1. The recommendations of the Nominating Committee for the Board of Directors and Officers of the Corporation are as set forth on Exhibit “A” attached hereto.
Summary of By-Law Revisions

1.
The By-laws now provide for consistent definitions and the use of important terms such as “Voting Members”;
2.
Matters which are the responsibility of the Directors shall now be “determined” by the Directors;

3.
Section 6. As the Board of Directors has to have authority to determine membership we have amended the second last paragraph of Section 6 to provide that the Society “may” recognize the rights of other engineering societies to participate in Committees, etc.;

4.
We have split the Section (7.1) providing for 16 Directors from the Section (7.2) providing for the titles of all the Officers of the Corporation as these are two distinct procedures. We have also included a new provision which allows for electronic (email) notice of meetings pursuant to the New Act. The provision allowing for a Canadian Geotechnical Society officer on the Board has been clarified as well as a provision allowing the Board to add non-voting advisory positions to the Board of Directors;

We have clarified that a quorum of the National Management Committee shall consist of 5 Officers, excluding the Executive Director;

6.
We have changed references to the “auditors” under the old By-Laws to the required reference of “public Accountant” under the New Act;

7.
Section 13.1 and 13.2. The dates for calling the AGM and a Special General Meeting have been changed to comply with the requirement of the New Act for the Society to call an AGM not later than 6 months following the Year end.  We have also included a new provision which allows for electronic (email) notice of meetings pursuant to the New Act.
